4. Nafisa, who was burnt when she touched an electric heater, was seen last of all.

5. Sister Sarah felt a safety gate would have protected the girl who was seen second, who was trying to cook something without telling her Mum.

6.  Mohammed was told to wear a seatbelt in future.
